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pages. Steve sent the spreadsheets off to EcoAnalysts and they confirmed that the information
and format would work for their detailed analysis of the biomonitoring data.

Renee, a UNH graduate student is interested in doing a statistical analysis of our biomonitoring
data. Her advisor is Dr. Tom Ballesteros (a UNH professor and bug night alum). Her analysis
could confirm whether replicate samples are desirable and could develop useful biometrics for
the evaluation of Merrimack River water quality.

Wild and Scenic River Designation

Efforts to obtain Wild and Scenic River designation continue. Michele will be attending a
Concord Conservation Commission meeting where they will discuss bringing the designation
before the City Council. Wild and Scenic River designation will be considered during the March
1**Franklin City Council meeting. Bow has requested that UMRLAC discuss designation with
PSNH. UMRLAC answered PSNH’s questions and volunteered to meet in person to discuss the
program. PSNH is considering our offer.

20" Anniversary Planning

Michele shared her design of 20™ Anniversary lapel pins. Input was provided on color and
design. Bill discussed potential rules for a photo contest. Small prizes, including a cash first
place award would be given and the winning pictures would be used on the website with
proper acknowledgements of the photographers. Michele will contact Gibson and Concord
Camera to see if they would be willing to provide a gift certificate for the winning entries.
